Job Summary 

Mechanics maintain, repair, and overhaul machinery, equipment, and vehicles on nursery property or in the nursery equipment repair shop.  Mechanic’s duties include repairing and adjusting malfunctioning diesel and gas-powered tractors; traveling to company locations to make emergency repairs; making minor adjustments; performing preventive maintenance by periodically testing and cleaning parts; and tuning and overhauling engines.

When a piece of equipment is not working correctly, mechanics must figure out what is wrong. They use testing equipment to find out where the engine the problem is, watch the engine while it is running to find any loose parts or leaks, and sometimes take the entire engine apart to find a problem. When the problem is found, equipment mechanics replace the worn and broken parts. They monitor the repaired machine to make sure it is running properly again. If the equipment, such as a tractor, was in an accident, repairers may repair bent or torn sheet metal.

Primary Responsibilities (productivity measures) 

1. Adjust and clean engine parts.
2. Tune machine engines: know plug calibration, engine timing, wire firing order, carburetor adjustment, and point calibration

3. Examine equipment to locate loose or worn parts.

4. General welding knowledge 
5. Use testing equipment to locate problems inside engines.

6. Replace worn or broken parts.

7. Test repaired equipment to ensure the machine is running properly.

8. Write service reports to list maintenance or repairs.

9. Repair dented and torn sheet metal on the outside of equipment.

10. Perform oil changes and lubrication: Drain and refill oil and filter; set jack and jack stands; grease chassis and remove excess grease; clean and sweep after the job is finished

11. Perform safety inspections: inspect equipment for cracks and wear; adjust brakes, replace brakes, adjusts bearings, inspect air hoses and replace as needed

12. Adhere to safety standards and rules: wear safety goggles when needed, ask for help when there is heavy lifting, check for hazardous areas and hazardous surrounding objects
